PRINCIPAL GHARPURE LIBRARY REPORT 2020 – 21 

A. Introduction: 

 The total collection of Principal Gharpure Library comprises 54859 books and 12636 

bound volumes of periodicals. The total addition to the collection from 01st Apr 2020 – 

31st Mar 2021 is 595, which includes 470 books and 125 bound volumes.  

 The total number of periodicals subscribed is 79, out of which 54 are legal and socio-

legal whereas 25 are general in nature.  

 The collection of the library reflects the rich and classic collection of old and rare books 

since its inception. The rare books collection consists of 500 publications dating from 

1824 onward till 1950. A special collection flaunts more than 183 books costing beyond 

the range of 10000 rupees. 

 The collection also consists of some rare manuscripts by legal luminaries like Justice  

M. G. Ranade, and doctoral thesis of stalwarts like Professor Dr. S. P. Sathe. 

 The library has been automated with SLIM21 software (updated version 3.7.0 (2019))

Subscription of Remote Access Platform – MYLOFT (My Library on Finger Tips):  

To provide seamless access remotely for online databases to all faculties and students, the 

library has subscribed to MY LOFT-Remote access platform which has integrated with all 

subscribed legal databases. It is a mobile web-app platform that allows users to discover, 

access, organize, share, e-content of their personal and professional interest.  
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Library Website: Library website is updated regularly with the addition of new 

information. 

Computer Facility: There are 49 computers and 5 Laptops for students, using which they 
can access the online databases subscribed by the library. 

Internet and Wi-Fi Facility: Dedicated 100 MBPS lease line ensures faster internet 
connectivity. 108 computers and 6 laptops are working in LAN (Local Area Network) 
environment. Laxmi Building, all 3 floors of Saraswati building, Boys’ as well as the Girls’ 
Hostel have been Wi-Fi enabled, and this facilitates students’ access to the subscribed 
databases through their laptops much beyond the regular library hours. 

Electronic Surveillance System (CCTV):  

An electronic surveillance system is available in the library to prevent theft and mutilation of 
books.  

User Tracking System: 

User Tracking Systems is incorporated with Library Management System, (Kiosk) for 
recording users’ (faculty and students) visits to the library. It will help generate reports daily, 
weekly, and monthly.  

Upgradation and New Procurement of IT Infrastructure:  

1. KIOSK - Library Management System: 

 The system is provided under the Savitribai Phule Pune University Grant and purchased 
from Techwheel Solutions, Pune and installed at the entrance of the library. The 
software contains important resources including photographs of college premises, which 
will help students to navigate through the campus. Users can search books, journals, and 
other library materials on this system using OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue). It 
is useful for saving the time of users and library staff. Users can search the documents 
author-wise, title-wise, keyword wise etc.  

2. SOPHOS – Firewall:  

 Sophos – Firewall system was procured for ensures overall cyber security of the capnus 
network and also regulates the use of internet. 

3. Library Server:  

 The library server required upgradation for smooth function of the Web OPAC module 
of SLIM21 software. Therefore, a new library server (Lenovo ST50) was procured from 
Primus Techsystems.  

4. IMB- Domain Server:  

 The library has procured a high-end domain server with a high-end computer with heavy 
configuration. They are designed to run continuously “ON” for days and months - 
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24x7x365 days. It is installed with Microsoft Server operating system to control data 
security, and the rights of the user to keep data on the server. It can handle data of even 
100 computers. All the users who are connected to the server can store their data on the 
server which is fully secured by the rights given. Firewall and antivirus are already 
installed on the server to protect the data. And once you take backup of the server all 
data of all users connected to the server is taken care of in one go. Data of one user 
cannot be seen or edited or deleted or altered by another user if there are no rights issued 
to him or her. Every user of this server has specific rights to access the data stored. 

 This server has two hard disks; one hard disk is actually storing the data, while another 
is a mirror of the first hard disk. It immediately generates the image of the hard disk in 
operation. If one hard disk fails, the mirror image I available, and if the mirroring hard 
disk fails then the original is available, this is how the data is highly secured on such 
servers. On top of all such servers are connected to a very sophisticated UPS – which is 
called online UPS. So, power failure also is ruled out. It is always safe to store data on 
servers collectively.  

5. Computers and Laptops:  

 38 laptops and 14 desktops were procured for the use of faculty by the college during 
the lockdown period.  

Procurement of Furniture: The college has procured library 35 bookcases and 10 steel 
racks for proper arrangement of books and boud volumes.

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MENTOR MENTEE SYSTEM 

Coordinator: Mr. Ashish Pawar, Assistant Professor 

Mentor Mentee System at ILS Law College is created to cater to the need of addressing 
Academic and Stress Related issues of the students. Although each teacher interacts with 
students every day in various capacities and mentors them in some way, a formal platform 
like Mentor Mentee System ensures that the mentoring becomes robust and students have a 
‘go to’ person in case of any problems. 

Mentors interact with students (Mentees) through formal meetings arranged twice in a 
semester and one to one on need basis. Students are given a patient hearing and their issues 
are resolved. The important issues discussed in the meetings in the AY 2020-21 have almost 
all been regarding online teaching and evaluation and the uncertainties brought about by 
COVID-19 Lockdown.  

Migrating to online platform and facing network issues was raised in most of the meetings. 
Loss of lectures and attendance was one of the biggest concerns of the students. Mentors 
helped them by giving various case-wise solutions. SPPU had relaxed attendance policy 
which came as relief for the students.  

Another major concern was availability of teaching resources and mode and format of 
evaluation. Mentors, time and again, guided students by helping them access online teaching 
resources through online databases of the library. Mentees were constantly guided on 
evaluation patterns by keeping them updated with latest changes.  

A lot of students shared their distress due to lockdown and wished the offline teaching starts 
soon. Mentors gave everyone a patient hearing and counselling. In case of serious mental 
health issues, Mentees were guided to take professional help, as is the policy of the System.

c) Criminal Law Reforms Project 

The Criminal Law Cell commenced a reforms project in the month of September, 
2020. A total of 36 students divided into 8 teams started working towards the 
completion of project. The aim of the project is to conduct thorough research on 
all provisions of Indian Penal Code to find out and analyse scope of reforms in 
such provisions. The project is being conducted for the purposes of formulating 
recommendations in criminal laws and to forward the same to the Ministry of 
Home Affairs, Government of India for their consideration on the same while 
issuing amendments in these laws.  

Every team has been allotted two areas of research containing different range of 
the provisions in various chapters and sub-chapters. The students are firstly 
looking into existing recommendations through law commission reports, and other 
committee reports. Thereafter, judgements of various courts are analysed to 
recognise pragmatic issues under provisions of the Penal Code. Thereafter the 
teams are extending the scope with comparative research on similar provisions of 
other countries. In the process, the teams are preparing research drafts of the 
allotted areas and chapters. At present, research drafts on 50% of the Penal Code 
has been completed and duly submitted to the government, and the remaining 50% 
is in progress.

Final Round: 

Out of the 16 teams, 4 teams qualified for the final rounds held on the same day. The 
problem for the final rounds was derived from an employer employee dispute in the stock 
market industry.

The 2020 edition of the Annual Raghavendra Phadnis Moot Court Competition was 

conducted virtually for the first time in the history of the competition. Even though this 

posed unique and unprecedented challenges, the long-standing tradition of ILS Law 

College continued and the competition was conducted successfully. 

The Preliminary Round of the Competition was conducted on 16.08.2020. The Semi-Final 

and Final Rounds were conducted on 29.08.2020 and 30.08.2020 respectively. All the 

rounds were conducted via Google Meet. 

Preliminary Round: 

283 students participated in the preliminary rounds. The participants were divided into 29 

courtrooms which were operated simultaneously. The courtrooms were overseen by 

Courtroom Facilitators who played a key role in the successful conclusion of the 

competition. The Competition was adjudicated by 58 ILS Alumni who were experts in their 

respective fields. 

The Moot Propositions for the 2020 edition were on four subject matters: 

● Law of Contract drafted by Mr. Vivek Narayan & Mr. Xerxes Bharucha 

● Constitutional Law drafted by Ms. Hamsini Marada & Ms. Akhila Palem 

● Public International Law drafted by Ms. Thulasi K. Raj 

● Arbitration Law drafted by Ms. Pooja Gera 

A special mentorship programme was introduced for the students of II B.A. LL .B and II 

LL.B. The programme was initiated to bring about parity among the batches since the 

students from the above-mentioned batches would be mooting competitively for the very 

first time. The final year students mentored the students by guiding them regarding the 

respective subject matter.  

An Equity and Accessibility Committee was set up to address the issues of students who 

were facing technical issues or did not have adequate access to technology. The role of the 

committee was to resolve the network issues faced bystudents and ensure that the 

competition was accessible to everyone. The committee came up with a policy to ensure 

equity in the Competition and allowed participants with no access to smartphones, laptops, 

or internet connection to join in via voice calls. 
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Semi-Final Round: 

After the highly competitive preliminary rounds, 56 participants qualified to the semi-final 
rounds. The participants had to argue a different moot proposition for the semi-final round 
and the same proposition was to be argued in the final round. The proposition was drafted by 
Ms. Sharada Krishnamurthy and Mr. Aayush Mitruka on commercial and arbitration law.

Birth Centenary Celebration of Late Justice Y.V. Chandrachud 

A. About the Webinar: The webinar was organized on the occasion of birth centenary of 

Late Justice Y.V. Chandrachud, former Chief Justice of India.

D. Report of the Webinar:  The objective was to cherish fond memories of Late Justice 

Y.V. Chandrachud, longest- serving Chief Justice of India, former President of Indian 

Law Society, one of our beloved alumni, and an illustrious jurist of India.  

 The webinar was attended by the audience all around the world. Justice Rohinton Fali 

Nariman presided over the webinar. President of the Indian Law Society, Hon’ble 

Justice Mridula Bhatkar, Chief Justice of the Bombay High Court, Mr. Deepankar 

Datta, Mr. Arvind Datar (Sr. Adv.), and Mr. Riyaz Iqbal Chagla (Sr. Adv.), along with 

various judges of the Supreme Court and Bombay High Court also graced the 

occasion.  

 Justice Bhatkar opened the ceremony with fond remembrances of the Late Justice 

Chandrachud, and expressed her appreciation of his towering contribution to the 

legacy of the Indian Judiciary with judgments such Olga Tellis, Minerva Mills, and 

Shah Bano.  

 Ms. Vaijayanti Joshi illustrated the academic and legal career of the Late Justice 

Chandrachud, noting that he was the only student of his batch (1942) to pass with a 

first class, and was the recipient of many prizes such as the Judge Spencer Prize, G. 

Kanga Scholarship, and Mangaldas Nathubai Scholarship. While he went on to 

become the Chief Justice of India, he had a long association with the Indian Law 

Society and served as its Vice President, and then President for almost 40 years. She 

reminisced upon her personal experience with the Late Justice Chandrachud as a 

friend, philosopher, guide, and supporter, during her tenure as the Principal of the ILS 

Law College while he was the President, and also the support and warm hospitality of  

Mrs. Prabha Chandrachud.   

 Dr. Sanjay Jain conveyed his admiration of the Late Justice Chandrachud as a 

motivational force, and credited him for the transformation of the Supreme Court as a 

‘Court for the People’. He highlighted the nuanced position that the Late Justice 

Chandrachud was instrumental in creating for the Judiciary as a watchdog for 

prevention of abuse of Powers of the Executive, especially through the Minerva Mills 

Case.  
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 His grandsons Dr. Abhinav Chandrachud and Mr. Chintan Chandrachud shared 

affectionate memories of their grandfather with the audience, regarding his love for 

music and talent for creating musical couplets, his love for Pune, his birthplace, and 

his love for travel, nature, literature, and cricket. Dr. Chandrachud remarked upon the 

philosophy of his grandfather - ‘Moderation and Balance in all things’ - which served 

him well in life. He observed that his grandfather had once told him that ‘Silence, and 

a steady devotion to duty, are the best answers to irresponsibile criticism’, and that his 

entire career is characterized by these values.  

 Mr. Chintan Chandrachud observed that his grandfather knew the distinction between 

respect for the institution and reverence for the individual, and consequently never 

took himself too seroiusly or lost touch with his ground roots. He remarked upon his 

grandfather’s love for humanity, and patience and interest in everyone he interacted 

with, and the condolences received from people from all walks of life after he passed 

away. His love and dedication for his family, and his support to them is fondly 

remembered by all of the family. 

 His daughter Mrs. Nima Kulkarni sent a message expressing her admiration of her 

father’s humble spirit, his dedication to his children, and his love for the law. Justice 

D.Y. Chandrachud, in his address, observed that he learnt compassion, balance, and 

empathy for fellow citizens, from his father, who was a parent, a guide, and most of 

all, a friend. He reminisced upon the legacy of Late Justice Y.V. Chandrachud by 

delivering a public lecture on “A Changing Society and Constitutional Continuity – 

Experiences in the Pursuit of Justice”. The function was concluded with the 

presidential remarks by Justice Rohinton Fali Nariman. 

 The event was attended by more than 5000 people on You Tube, and 250 participated 

via google meet.  
 

It Can be Done!: Three-Day International Summit on 
Legal Professionals with Disabilities

Enabling Cell of ILS Law College, Pune, in collaboration with Oxford Human Rights 
Hub, Harvard Law School Project on Disability and the Centre for Disability Studies, 
University of Leeds.  

B. Date: 1.12.2020 – 3.12.2020

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D. Chief Guest: The Summit was inaugurated by Ms. Maria Soledad Cisternas, UN 
Special Envoy of the Secretary General on Disability and Accessibility. Hon’ble Dr. 
Justice D.Y. Chandrachud, Judge, Supreme Court of India, was the Chief Guest for the 
valedictory session of the Summit. 

E. Report of the Conference: The main purpose was to celebrate the International Day of 
Persons with Disabilities in a realistic way to give voice to the aspirations of the people 
with disabilities, and to encourage them to pursue career in law as lawyers, judges and 
disability academicians. In a way, the summit aimed to promote the ideal that is pursued 
by people with disabilities – nothing about us without us. Various persons with 
disabilities who have been successful in their chosen field of legal profession shared 
their experiences with the audience, highlighting the challenges they had faced because 
of systemic ablism prevalent in the society, particularly in our educational system.

 Day 1, Session 1: Session dedicated to Academicians 

 Welcome Address and introduction to the summit was delivered by Dr. Sanjay Jain and 
Adv.

C-HELP has been identified as Knowledge Partner of the Lancet Citizens’ Commission on 

Reimagining India’s Health System (https://www.citizenshealth.in/) to support research of 

the Governance workstream of the Commission.

To 

apply a rights-based approach, we collaborate with stakeholders from multiple 

disciplines including policymakers, mental health professionals, researchers, civil society 

organizations, persons with lived experience and the media.

C) Details of the ongoing projects of the Centre in the Academic Year 2020-21: 

 Project: Legal support for implementation of the Mental Healthcare Act, 2017 

 Duration: 2018–Ongoing 

 Overview: The centre has developed reference manuals on MHCA 2017 for 

mental health professionals, care givers, and legal aid providers, and has 

collaborated with the Department of Health in Chattisgarh and Gujarat to run an  

e-legal support unit for mental health professional in both the states. A total of 11 

zoom sessions were held for this purpose.  

The centre also provides technical support to the Directorate of Health services, 

Chattisgarhfor drafting minimum standards for different categories of mental 

health establishments and for drafting application forms for facilitating 

admissions, treatment, discharge, and other procedures under MHCA 2017. 9 

formats have been approved by the Department.  

In addition, the centre has also developed a 5-day peer support volunteer (PSV) 

training program to train PSVs as paralegals to provide legal information to 

service users and caregivers. A total of 9 PSVs in the Hospital of Mental Health, 

Ahmedabad have been trained. A facilitator manual has been prepared for 

conducting the 5-day interactive training. 
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 Project: Using Peer Support in Developing Empowering Mental Health 

Services (UPSIDES) 

 Duration: 2018 – Ongoing 

 Overview: UPSIDES was launched in 2018 with the aim of establishing and 

scaling up peer support interventions in diverse settings to address this problem. 

UPSIDES aims to evaluate and develop scalable peer support interventions for 

people with severe mental health conditions. Currently, UPSIDES operates in 6 

countries across Europe, Africa, and Asia.  

In India, the intervention is being implemented by the Centre at the Hospital for 

Mental Health, Ahmedabad, where peer support was first established in 2015 

through Quality Rights Gujarat. At present, the study is in the process of 

completing the research trial and is providing intervention sessions to enable 

access to peer support using the UPSIDES protocols.

But 

due to challenges that have occurred due to COVID  19 Pandemic the Institute has decided 

to take it to another level by offering the same course online for the benefit of the 

participants. This year the course was commenced in the month of October 2020.   

28 students participated to the online course.  The students who took admission to this 

course came from diverse disciplines viz., Civil Engineers, Architects, and Law.Out of 28 

students 27 students completed the course successfully. 

This year course content was updated and included a symposium – on Introduction to The 

Real Estate (Regulation & Development) Act, 2016 (RERA), in order to make the 

students aware of the objective of RERA, Pre-RERA background, Mandatory registration of 

agent & real estate project and checking and interpreting the RERA website

c) Projects in hand: 

a. Causes of delay in Criminal Justice system: with special reference to offence of 
rape in Trial courts: Solutions and Suggestions. 

 In view of certain changes in the Law the IALS has re-initiated the project. 
Statistical analysis of 969 cases is under process and results which are derived are 
being studied to draw conclusions and in turn suggest solutions. A study of all the 
reported cases both from the Supreme Court and also of the four benches of 
Mumbai High Court is done to corroborate the analysis derived from the primary 
data.

 The IALS had undertaken a research project on “Social Action Litigation” (SAL) 
funded by the Ford Foundation.

To conclude the project at 
this stage requires the understanding of modern strategies developed in the area of 
Public Interest litigation. Therefore, the project has been re-initiated which focuses 
on reading of Supreme Court and High Court cases from 2005 to 2019.

B. Brief Introduction: The ILS Centre for Arbitration and Mediation (ILSCA) is a first-

of-its-kind arbitral institution in India, attached to an Educational institution, established 

under the aegis of the Indian Law Society, whose main objective is to provide quality 

legal education. It was established on 3.12.2016 by the Governing Council of the Indian 

Law Society. There is a movement amongst legal communities all over the world to 

encourage the culture of institutional arbitration and India is no exception. ILSCA was 

established with a purpose to provide state-of-art facilities for holding ad-hoc arbitration 

and institutional arbitrations, both in domestic as well as international commercial 

arbitrations.  

 Another important objective of ILSCA is to provide training in ADR methods and other 

allied subjects on Arbitration. It is a neutral, independent, non-profit organization, which 

will facilitate the impartial administration of ADR proceedings. ILSCA is committed to 

promoting a cordial and rational settlement of disputes between parties. It aims to create 

an environment wherein parties can work together to find long-term solutions to 

conflicts and tensions. 

C. Details of Activities: 

a. ILSCA Webinar Series 2020 

Dates: 06.06.2020 – 29.08.2020 

The ILSCA conducted a series of webinars, titled the “ILSCA Webinar Series 

2020” to pursue its object of promoting ADR. The COVID Pandemic has posed 

challenges to various aspects of life; they also hampered the training programs in 

arbitration and mediation which we were planned but could not be conducted. To 

meet this challenge, the ILSCA Webinar Series 2020 on topics and discussions 

focused mainly on arbitration and mediation was organized. This was an attempt by 

the ILSCA to bring the expertise of stalwarts in the field of ADR to the participants, 

so as to help them hone their skills.  

The co-ordinators for this webinar series were Ms. Sathya Narayan, Ms. Deepa 

Paturkar, Ms. Swatee Yogesh, Ms. Rajalaxmi Joshi, Mr. Madhukar Togam and Ms. 

Pooja Kannurkar. ILSCA conducted a total of 12 webinars under the series. 

b.  Intra-Collegiate Mediation Competition 2020, in collaboration with ILS Law  

 College   

Dates: 03.10.2020 and 04.10.2020 
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This was the third edition of the competition. It is viewed as an initiative aimed to 

create awareness amongst the law students about the importance of the process of 

Mediation as an alternate dispute method to resolve disputes.   

The competition witnessed participation of 48 students from three-year and five-

year law courses. It was conducted in three rounds- preliminary round, semi-final 

round and final round, and was adjudged by practicing mediators who are experts in 

their field.  

The winners of the competition were Ms. Netri Mathew and Mr. Alex John 

Pulimood (winning client-attorney pair), and Ms. Simantini Baraokar (winning 

mediator). They participated in the International Commercial Mediation 

Competition 2020 organized by ICC, Hong Kong.  

c.  Online Certificate Programme on Domestic Arbitration (Practice and  

 Procedure).  

Dates: 08.01.2021 – 17.01.2021 

The Centre conducted an Online Certificate Programme on Domestic 

Arbitration (Practice and Procedure) –a programme aimed at equipping students 

with the basic rules of practice and procedure of Arbitration in India and to provide 

them with the knowledge and the comprehensionof the nuances of arbitration. The 

programme aimed to provide an outline as to how an arbitration proceeding is 

conducted and aid a clear understanding of the law(s) governing domestic 

arbitration in India.  

d.  40-hours Online Mediation Training Programme 

Dates: 06.02.2021 – 14.02.2021 

The ILSCA conducted 40-hours Online Mediation Training Programme with two 

stalwart trainers – Ms. Tanu Mehta and Ms. Gandha Sahu. This Programme sought 

to equip the participants with the basics of mediation process and establish a 

standard body of skills and knowledge which would provide them with the right 

introduction to mediation and accreditation to qualify as efficient mediators. The 

Programme has been designed in line with the Mediation Training Manual of India 

and also bearing in mind the circular by the Bar Council of India dated 13.08.2020.  

There werea total of nineteen registrations for the Training Programme. It was 

conducted between 06.02.2021 and 14.02.2021, every day between 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. 

(4 hours). However, on the last day, there was a Consensus-Building Exercise, and 

the course was conducted for eight hours, from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m.  

One-Day Online Workshop on Basic Mediation and Negotiation Skills in 

 association with KD Lex Chambers, Gurgaon and ADR ODR International  

ILS Centre for Arbitration and Mediation (ILSCA), in association with KD Lex 

Chambers and ADR ODR International, organized a one-day workshop, which was 

compulsory for all participants of the INTERCESSIONIS – ILSCA’s National 

Mediation Competition, and also open to other students and professionals. This 

workshop provides participants with core mediation skills and hands-on experience 

through a variety of simulations.
